ANOTHER BRAC GROUNDBREAKING

On May 6", a Groundbreaking Ceremony was held for the Tri- Service Direct Energy Laboratory. This
$70 million, 181,000 square foot facility will house research by Army, Navy and Air Force scientists'
studying the bio-effects of laser and other directed energy, the ways we can protect our personnel, as
well as methods we can use these weapon to our advantage against an enemy. This research is
currently housed in several buildings at Brooks City Base, but after a BRAC decision in 2005, it will move
to Fort Sam Houston in the spring of 2011. This project is a small part of the nearly $3 billion of new
construction occurring on Fort Sam Houston, Camp Bullis, and at Randolph and Lackland Air Force
Bases over the next three years. The laboratory location on Fort Sam Houston is west of the Texas
National Guard Armory and North of BAMC.
